History of The Movie Trains the location of more than 400 feature ®lms, televisions 
productions, commercials, and still shoots. Fillmore & 
Western Railway has established the reputation of being the
go-to location for ®lm scouts, producers and directors.  

Fillmore & Western Railway and
  Short Line Enterprises

    Short Line Enterprises was founded in 1967 and until 
1972, the company bought, sold and traded locomotives, 
passenger cars and freight cars, mostly of 19th century 
origin.  The majority of the equipment was acquired 
from the property departments of three major movie 
studios: MGM, Paramount and 20th Century Fox.  
    The company moved around the state to various 
locations from the Sierra Railroad in Jamestown, 
CA, to the Newhall Ranch in Santa Clarita, placing 
it within the Hollywood production zone.  Between 
1985 and 1990, Short Line was used in over 70 
feature ®lms, television series and commercials.  
    In 1990, a search began for a new home for ªHollywood's 
Movie Trainsº.    The only line that met the speci®c needs of 
the ®lm industry was Southern Paci®c's Santa Paula Branch 
line in rural Ventura County.  The pastoral surroundings of 
the area also bode suitable for development of a passenger 
excursion business.  The City of Fillmore showed great 
enthusiasm for the operation of a vintage train in conjunction 
with the revival of its 1920-era Central Business District.  
    The ªMovie Trainsº found a home and Fillmore 
became ªTrain Town.º  In 1996 Short Line Enterprises 
became the ®lm division of the Fillmore & Western 
Railway Company.  Operations expanded from movie 
work and limited passenger trips to regularly schedule 
daytime passenger excursions, Saturday night dinner 
trains and specialty and themed train rides year round.  
    To date Fillmore & Western Railway Co. has been

View Mt. San Cayetano and the Topa Topa Mountains to 
the north and South Mountain on the south, creating the 
Santa Clara River Valley. Fillmore is the trailhead of the 
Sespe Wilderness and Los Padres National Forest, home 
of the California Condor.  History, nature and a small town 
atmosphere have all been nurtured and preserved in the 
valley for passengers who truly want to step back in time.
